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Part 2: Atlas of Africa
Your group will produce an atlas of Africa using the blank maps provided.  These should be neatly done and will be included as part of your final portfolio
Political Map – Countries and major cities should be labeled.  Map should be colored based on the regions of Africa (found on page 430 of textbook) with an key showing regions.  Your highway should connect highly populated areas of Africa. 

Climate Map –  Use page 421 of the textbook or page 125 of the Nystrom Atlas to create a climate map of Africa.  Your highway should avoid desert and tropical rainforest as much as possible.
Vegetation Map –  Use page 123 of the Nystrom Atlas to create a vegetation map of Africa.  Your high way should avoid crossing deserts and rainforests as much as possible.
Elevation/Landform Map – Use page 124 of the Nystrom Atlas or page 403 of the textbook to complete an elevation/landform map of Africa.  Your highway should avoid crossing mountains, deserts, and rivers as much as possible.
Economic Land Use Map – Use page 125 of the Nystrom Atlas to complete an Economic Land Use map of Africa.  Your highway should link areas with high land use (especially commercial farming, ranching, forestry, and urban areas) and avoid areas with no widespread use.
Energy Resources and Metals – Use page 126 of the Nystrom Atlas to complete the Energy Resources and Metals map.  Your highway should link areas with energy and metal resources to help stimulate the economy of Africa.
Population Map - Use page 127 of the Nystrom Atlas to complete the Population map.  Your highway should link areas with high population.
Conflict Zones Map – Use the projected map of conflict zones of Africa to complete your map.  These areas should be avoided as much as possible.
