Map Scavenger Hunt – Southwest Asia

Instructions:   Use pages 479-483 in your textbook to answer the following questions.  Go in order as the questions build on each other.
1.  What body of water is directly south of Yemen?

2.  You are in the Arabian Sea on a sailboat.  You decide to sail up the Gulf of Oman, through the Strait of Hormuz and into the Persian Gulf.  You want to get to Syria.  Up which river do you choose to sail?

3.  Once in Syria, you get out of your boat and hike to the Dead Sea.  What direction are you hiking?

4.   From the Dead Sea, you decide you want to see the Mediterranean Sea.  What country do you walk through to get there?  

5.  Magically, you find your sailboat again and want to get to the Red Sea.  What would be the easiest way to do that?  

6.  Once in the Red Sea, you sail to Jiddah, Saudi Arabia.  From here you hitch a ride to the capital of Saudi Arabia.  What city are you in now?

7.  How far is it from Jiddah to the capital of Saudi Arabia?  (use your scale)

8.  From here you travel to Kuwait.  What direction are you traveling?

9.  Once in Kuwait, you decide you want to go to the country that has the highest concentration of Shi’ite Muslims.  (Find the correct map to use on page 483)  What country is that?

10.  From this country, you want to get to Afghanistan to see their forestry industry.  What area of Afghanistan would you need to get to to see forestry?

11.  From Afghanistan you decide to travel to Pakistan.  However, there is a large mountain range in your way.  What is that mountain range? (back to page 479)

12.  The only way to cross the mountains is through a famous pass.   What is the name of the pass and how high in elevation is the pass?
13.  After seeing mountains, you get excited to see more and decide to travel to the Elburz Mountains in Iran.  What large body of water are you near?  

14.  After so much mountain adventure, you want to see some city life.  What city are you very near? 

15.  From this city you head directly west and into Iraq.  What city in Iraq do you first come across?   

16.  From this city you continue heading west until you get to a river.  What river did you find?  
17.  You find a canoe and start canoeing south on the river for 250 miles.  Where are you now?  

18.  From Iraq, you decide to travel to an area of Southwest Asia where you can see 4 captital cities within 100 miles of each other.  What four countries would you travel to?  

19.  Of the 4 countries with the close capitals, you choose to visit the country with the most letters in its name.  What country is this?  

20.  What are the two main forms of economic activity in this country? (look on page 483)

21.  From here you want to find the nearest coal plants.  To what country would you travel to find the nearest coal?  
22.  This country has many resources, but not all the resources.  What resources would you not find in this country?  

BONUS   You decide you want to end this journey in the holiest city of Islam.  From what you know about Islam, where would you travel to find the holiest city of Islam?

BONUS  What problem might you encounter in trying to get into this city to see the sights?
